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The Eucharist – Where is it in the Bible?  (Part 4)  
 Books of Matthew Ch.26 vs.26-28, Mark 

Ch.14 vs.22-24, Luke Ch.22 vs.19-20

This scripture takes place in Jerusalem during the 
Passover, at the Last Supper on Holy Thursday night.  
This is one year after Jesus told them they must eat his 
body and drink his blood in order to have everlasting 
life.   
 
All three Gospels have the same telling of Jesus 
instituting the Holy Eucharist.  The Gospel of Mark, 
Chapter 14, verses 22-24 read identical to Matthew.  In 
Matthew, Chapter 26, verses 26-28 it reads: Now as 
they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed, and 
broke it, and gave it to the disciples and said, “Take, 
eat; this is my body.”  And he took a cup, and when 
he had given thanks he gave it to them, saying, 
“Drink of it, all of you; for this is my blood of the 
covenant, which is poured out for many for the 
forgiveness of sins.”  
 
In the Gospel of Luke, Chapter 14 verses 19-20 it reads 
similar also: And he took bread, and when he had 
given thanks he broke it and gave it to them, saying, 
“This is my body which is given for you.  Do this in 
remembrance of me.”  And likewise the cup after 
supper, saying, “This cup which is poured out for you 
is the new covenant in my blood.” 
 
Here Jesus, as he did one year ago, tells the disciples that 
the bread and wine are his body and blood, and they are 
to eat it.  This time there is no dispute about what Jesus 
is saying.  The disciples have believed Jesus is the Holy 
one, the Son of God, and know what he is now telling 
them.  The apostles taught this same teaching all through 
their lives as we can see in the rest of the New 
Testament books.  The Catholic Church has always 
taught that the bread and wine is Jesus’ true body and 
blood, since Jesus began the Catholic Church almost 
2000 years ago in 33 A.D.   
 
When we receive the body and blood of Christ, Jesus’ 
body comes into our body and becomes part of us.  He 
increases in us.  When we go back to the pew and kneel, 
we are then to give great thanks to our Lord and 
Remember what he has done for us.  He has died and 
given his body and blood for the forgiveness of our sins.  
It cost him his life! 
 
The next mass you go to, when you first kneel, listen 
closely to the prayers the priest says.  Notice that the 
priest reads these same words in the Eucharistic prayer.  
This is the part when you hear the three bells being 

chimed.  The first three bells are when the bread is 
consecrated (changed) into the body of Christ.  The 
second three bells are rung when the wine is consecrated 
(changed) into the blood of Christ. 
 
Next newsletter, we will look at what is taught about 
how to receive the Eucharist.  Until then listen closely at 
mass during the Eucharistic prayer.  Think about how 
Jesus died and gave his body and blood for you as you 
see the priest holding Jesus up during this prayer.
