Advent [Lat.,=coming], season of
the Christian ecclesiastical year
preceding Christmas, lasting in the
West from the Sunday nearest
Nov. 30 (St. Andrew's Day) until
Christmas Eve. In the Roman
Catholic Church it is traditionally
