• Nebraskans celebrate the admission of their 
state to the Union on March 1. 

• Texas celebrates March 2 as the anniversary of 
its independence from Mexico. 

• On March 4, the people of Pennsylvania 
commemorate the granting of the state's 
charter to William Penn in 1681. 

• The Irish celebrate March 17 as the feast day 
of St. Patrick.  

• In Maryland, March 25 is set apart for a 
celebration of the arrival of the 
first Maryland colonists in 1634. 

• The Jewish festival of Purim usually occurs in 
March. It is held on the day corresponding to 
the 14th day of Adar on the Hebrew calendar.
